Public in excluded: 

· During the investigation, up to the point when indictment becomes legally valid;
· In all criminal cases against minors; 

· In all family law cases.
The court may, at any time, ex officio or upon the proposal of the parties, but always after the hearing, exclude, if necessary, the general public during the proceedings or during one of the phases, in order to provide: confidentiality, public order, protection of morality, protection of interests of minors or protection of personal or family life of the accused or the injured party. In civil proceeding, a court may exclude the public when the measures for maintaining order, required by law, could not provide unobstructed hearings. 
 The exclusion does not apply to: parties, their legal representatives, defenders, attorneys and third parties with interest in a case. 
During the main hearing or trial, where the public is excluded, a court may allow presence of some officials and scientific workers, and upon the request of the defendant, a court can allow presence of a spouse, close relative or person with whom the defendant lives in common-law marriage or other type of permanent union. A court shall warn these individuals that they are under obligation to keep everything they hear during the hearing as se secret, i.e. everything they find out and will point out that the disclosure of secrets presents a criminal offense.
A court shall exclude the public by issuing the decision, which must be explained and presented to the public. Special appeals are not allowed against this type of decision, but this decision can be challenged only by an appeal filed against court decision related to case matter. Illegal exclusion of public presents absolutely serious breach of procedure, which presents the basis for remanding the decision in the proceedings upon appeal. 
When the law prescribes public announcement of the decision, judges shall read the explanation of the decision upon the conclusion of the main hearing or trial, even in the cases when public is excluded.
